(@) This solicitation sets forth the Company's known delivery requirements for data (as defined in the Rights in Data -
General clause). Any resulting subcontract may also provide the Company the option to order additional data under the
Additional Data Requirements clause, if included in the subcontract.

The Rights in Data — General clause also may be used with additional paragraphs comparable to
Alternates Il and/or 11l in FAR 52.227-14 to obtain delivery of limited rights data or restricted computer software, marked with
limited rights or restricted rights notices, as appropriate. In addition, use of Alternate V in FAR 52.227-14 with the Rights in
Data-General clause provides the Company the right to inspect such data at the Seller's facility.
