Questions 1 and 13 are already filled in because the information is the same for each entry.

Question 2. Please provide complete information for each joint submitter if you are making a joint entry with an organization other than ORNL.

Question 3. Be sure to identify registered trade names.

Question 4. Try to keep this description brief; you get to elaborate when answering questions 9 through 12.

Question 5. The entry must have been first available in CY 2006. The rules specify that “Proof of actual sale or intent to sell must be submitted (i.e., invoice, marketing brochure, a one-page letter from a company using your product).” However, they acknowledge that government research facilities cannot manufacture actual products for sale and include the provision that their technologies must be “available for order” or licensed to the private sector during the year of eligibility. Proof of any of the following in relation to your invention will strengthen your entry and should be specified.

· Cooperative research and development agreement (CRADA)

· Joint venture

· Partnership with industry

· Consortium arrangement

· Actual licensing to industry (include sales figures)

· Other contractual agreement with industry.

Note for Resubmissions: If your entry is a resubmission, tell in detail in your answer to Question 5 how your have improved the product or why conditions have changed that would make it more significant.

Question 6. Repeat this information for all additional developers. Multiple developers should be listed on a separate sheet.

Question 7. Be sure to state whether the price is proprietary, but include a price in any case. The entry will not be processed without it.

Question 8. The form only asks for a “yes” or “no” answer: however, often patents are listed here by title, date, and number. You may also include the first page of an issued patent as an attachment (if it is not proprietary or otherwise sensitive) The judges do not need a copy of the entire patent document.

Question 9. Limit the description to product function, and try to stay within the one-page limit.

Question 10. Part 10 b, the matrix, is considered to be a very important part of your submission. Be sure to include a right-hand column that explains the significance of the items compared in each row. 

Question 11. Limit answers to a discussion of applications; no need to repeat information in other answers.

Question 12. The value of the award for its promotional value is understood.
