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East Parking Lot:
Some of the north
and east portions
may stay available
for parking in early
2002, but it will
eventually be fully
involved in construc-
tion, and will be a
parking lot no more.

Flagpole Parking
Lot: Expanded this
fall from 88 to 260
spaces. Use of this
parking area is being
re-evaluated in light
of the recent ly
heightened site
security arrange-
ments.

Southeast Hill Lot: Expanded
to around 500 spaces by late
November, 2001, this parking
lot will be a major parking
area for staff members in the
East and Central complexes.
A west-side walkway provides
access to 4500. Accessible
from White Oak Avenue, then
turn at Building 6011.

Southeast 6026
Lot: Planned by
2002, the 6026
trailers will be
moved and this
parking lot
expanded and
improved.

Visitor Center. The visitor
reception area will
remain in its current
location for the near
future.

Bethel Valley Road/Melton
Valley Access: This
intersection will become
busier when the East
Parking Lot access closes
for construction. BVR/
MVAR becomes a main
access point for the East
and Central lab complexes.

Sixth Street:
30 auto and
2 motorcycle
spaces were
finished in early
September.

Pond Lots:
Remediation of the
holding ponds will
provide a major
parking area for the
East and Central
complexes. Work is
scheduled to start
in 2002, availabe in
2003.

Cafeteria Lot:
Remediation of the
South Tank Farm
results in 55 spaces
at the intersection of
Central and Third
Street, convenient to
the Central Complex
and the ORNL
Cafeteria.

South Lot: The
area nearest the
HTML will be
taken for a new
annex for that
user facility, but
parking is still
available to the
west. Completion
of the Pond lots
will provide
ample parking in
this area.

"Incidental" parking spaces:
Numerous slots near buildings
will be available for parking,
subject to security restraints.
Obey all traffic rules, and mind
the spaces set aside for
medical and other special
permits.

Parking at ORNL, 2002
